Wonder Women is a residency program in its second year presented by _gaia at their
studio in Hoboken, NJ. The Wonder Women mission is to engage practicing, yet
underrepresented artists who are eager to parficipate in a collective dialogue about the
art world and feminism today.

Submission Guidelines

Eligibility: Wonder Women is currently accepting proposals and portfolios from individuals
working in all media and disciplines from the NJ/NY area. Arfists are required to attend
weekly meefings to fake place in Hoboken, NJ accessible by car and PATH trains.

Portfolio: All media are acceptable. Artists should submit 5 to 10 images/samples of
current works either by email submission or by slide sheet/CD/DVD.

Proposals: 2-3 paragraphs describing a project you wish to complete during the
residency. Please include any visual documentation of proposal ideas. Proposals should
specify why and/or how this project or your work considers the themes of the residency.

Projects can change as the residency progresses.



Additional Materials: A resume and short biography are required. An artist statement is
recommended. Please include your name and contact information on each page.

Residency Meeting Times: Meetings will take place on Sunday afternoons from Tpm fo
Spm from January 7th through February 11th.

Participation Fee: Upon acceptance to the residency, artists will be asked to donate $35
to cover the costs of promotion and facility fees.
